Plans: AMT, VIA, REM all want to use the Tunnel



REM will Monopolize the tunnel, force transfers



Bad Trade off: St-Jerome and Mascouche line have more Population
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REM peak capacity increases are surprisingly small



REM Issues:
Monopolization of the Mount Royal Tunnel:
● No Access for VIA, AMT
● Population Near AMT lines are bigger than near West Island
● Overall Capacity Increases Small
● Many dense, populated areas will not have direct access to downtown

Result:
● Less overall transit ridership
● Less strengthening of Employment Centres of Downtown
● More Cars downtown, lower quality of life
