® 80.5% of those surveyed said that they spend their breaks

outside

* Asked which of additions they would like to see added to the
surroundings at James Lyng (choices were: basketball court,

picnic area, swings, greenhouse, gazebo) students responded

e 529 would like a basketball court
* 68 % would like a picnic area and benches
® 519% would like swings

® 71% would like a gazebo/ outdoor shelter
